WIA: Workforce Investment Act; This Federally Funded Act provides youth struggling with certain/qualifying; financial, emotional, physical, and or educational needs the opportunity to meet with a guidance counselor at the WIA offices in Provo, or in your local school/area. The counselor will then help qualifying youth (ages 14-21) investigate and find services to help them stay involved in their high school and or post high school education in preparation for their future career.
